HAVE  YOU EVER FELT INTIMIDATED BY UNMUZZLED DOGS
IN BALLYMUN?

Certain species of dog have to be muzzled by law. Dog species
requiring muzzles are specified in the Tenancy Agreement for
Dublin City Council tenants. 

Where the dog owner is a tenant, DCC may take action against
an owner who fails to muzzle their pet. Certain species are not
allowed to be held in flat complexes. If an offender is not a tenant
of DCC, then a dog warden can be notified and called to deal
with unmuzzled dogs.
