A MESSAGE FROM OUR CHAIRMAN

Since 1980, when Dublin City University opened up down the road, things
have changed dramatically, Ballymun has become Dublin’s most strategically
important location. It’s close to the airport and within four miles of the city
centre. It has a direct connection to the M50, giving easy access to all other
main routes and it has strategic lands ripe for development. It is therefore
important that the new town of Ballymun be developed properly.

It is also important to make sure the development is
in line with what people in Ballymun want for
themselves and their children, so everyone in the
area should get involved and contribute to the
process. Seven main principles guided the people
working with Ballymun
Regeneration Ltd when it
was formulating the
Master Plan for the area.
We want all development
in the area to be based
on quality design, with no
shorteuts allowed. We

see the need to develop,
as a priority, a vibrant

with a mix of

retail/commercial and

residential buildings. Ve

want to encourage State bodies like the new
Regeneration Ltd Eastern Health Board’s North East City District to
locate in Ballymun, along with the Gardai, Dublin
Corporation and the Department of Community
and Social Welfare. Offices like the Motor Tax and
Passport Office could all be located in the new

Town Centre.

Sustainable local economic development is essential
to the future prosperity of Ballymun. For this
reason we will seek tax incentives for particular

sites in the area to encourage flagship projects to

locate in Ballymun and bring jobs into the area. A
good hotel would provide welcome opportunities
for local people seeking jobs. Ballymun could also
do with further educational supports to bridge the
gap for people who may not have finished second
level education and who need additional
qualifications to get the jobs they want.

We know from listening to local people that the
five distinct neighbourhoods are vitally important
too and that the neighbourhoods should have their
own neighbourhood shops and local services. All
this must be done before we start to look at how
many houses to build and where and what they
should look like. Homes alone won't bring
prosperity to Ballymun. Ve need social and
economic regeneration too.

Please be patient with us. It may seem that
everything is happening very quickly, too quickly.
This is going to be a long process, with decisions
being refined and changed as we go along, to reflect
people’s concerns and the realities we're dealing
with. It's the only project of its kind in the country
and | am particularly determined that it will be
implemented with the active participation of people
in Ballymun. You may not agree with every decision
that is made, but | urge you to come and view the
Draft Master Plan and ensure your voice is heard.
We will be listening carefully.

The Draft Master Plan is a framework document
due to be submitted to Government at the end of
March, along with an application for tax incentives
for the area. It is not a detailed blueprint for the
kind of housing that might be in the new Ballymun,
nor does it contain precise details of how many
houses should be built or where exactly they
should be located. It takes an overview of the
project and is concerned with strategy issues like
the density and the heights of housing and it sets
out guidelines for land usage in Ballymun. It looks at
how we can encourage jobs and investment in the
area and how we might integrate more private
housing and a broader social mix in the area.

While it sets out the context in which development
decisions can be made, it won't set out detailed
proposals for any particular area or site. Ve will
hold architectural competitions before we start
designing a variety of houses and other
accommodation for everyone living in the high rise

flats in Ballymun. Ve will continue to consult with
people on the chosen designs and everyone will
have a chance to influence the project as it goes
through the normal planning process.

| would like to sincerely thank everyone who has
given us their views on the regeneration of
Ballymun. Over 2000 people visited the Shopping
Centre before Christmas when we held the first big
public exhibition to get people’s views. Several
hundred people have attended a series of public
meetings in Ballymun and in the surrounding areas.
Local people were involved in the Focus Groups
and Design Group while others are taking part in
the Area Forums.The expert consultants have
interpreted your views in the Master Plan. | hope
you approve of it.
